OVERALL HPCI & INDUSTRY NOTES:

· The Coldwell Banker® Home Price Comparison Index study shows us what a typical 2,200 square feet, 4 bedrooms, 2.5 bath home with a family room and two-car parking would be worth in 315 cities across the United States and 83 cities outside the US. 
· The Coldwell Banker HPCI is a “snapshot” study that provides insight into the most expensive and most affordable markets.  It is to be used as a guide, not a definitive price source.
· This index is used for those who are relocating, considering relocating or who are just curious to see what their home may be worth in another town or country. It is also used by companies to budget employee relocation costs.
· The HPCI is not reflective of a city’s home price average. The HPCI is an “apples-to-apples” comparison of similar homes in middle-management neighbourhoods.
NOTES: 
· .  Note:  Manhattan in New York City was not included in the study because of the lack of comparable single-family homes nor was any British cities.  
· In total, 13 cities in the US and a further 13 outside the US exceeded US $1 million.   
· The index found a US $2,355,566 price variance between Dubai  - the most expensive market at US$ 2,452,316  and Quito, Ecuador, the most affordable market at US $96,750.
Dublin at US$ 1,611,205 was the 12th most expensive city down 10 places from 2007.
Cork city the only other Irish city covered in the index produced a price of $822,093 half of that pertaining in Dublin.
